Indie Wine Tasting Event Will Benefit New Craft Winemaking Foundation

Portland, Oregon (August 23, 2007) – Whoever said that white shouldn’t be worn (or consumed) after Labor Day has clearly never experienced the sunny days that linger throughout September in Oregon. In true Indie fashion, we’re doing away with antiquated customs and breaking out the whites on September 20th for an “Indi(e)an Summer” tasting event and fundraiser. Local Indie producers and official Portland Indie Wine Festival selected wineries Anam Cara Cellars, Capitello Wines and Stag Hollow Wines will be pouring tastes of their current white releases, as well as selling their wines by the bottle and by the glass. Admission to the event is free, and includes complimentary appetizers and live music from a local indie musician. 

“Indi(e)an Summer,” held at Urban Wineworks in Northwest Portland, will be the first in a year-round series of Indie Winemaker Tastings on the third Thursday of each month. These tasting events are designed to showcase different Portland Indie Wine Festival selected wineries whose total production is fewer than 2000 total cases. “Indi(e)an Summer” will also be the official launch of the new Indie Wine Foundation, a non-profit dedicated to preserving and promoting the art of craft winemaking. 

“The number of talented small-production Oregon winemakers is steadily increasing, and wine enthusiasts across the country have quickly caught on,” said Lisa Donoughe, founder of the Portland Indie Wine Festival. “In launching the Indie Wine Foundation and holding Indie Winemaker Tastings every month, we hope to ensure that these local independent producers will have access to the resources they need to continue producing wonderful wine.”

To help raise funds for the Indie Wine Foundation, there will be a brown bag random pick promotion where participants who donate $20 can choose a bottle from a Wall of Wine comprised of concealed Portland Indie Wine Festival Library white wines. This will be a great opportunity to go home with a delicious new wine to try. 

“Indi(e)an Summer” will take place from 5:30-8:30pm at Urban Wineworks, located at 407 NW 16th Ave. in Portland.
