What:

The Portland Indie Wine Festival is a juried wine competition celebrating Oregon’s top small producers – those who make 2,000 cases or fewer for the current vintage. 

The two-day festival and weeklong dinner series in Portland’s downtown Pearl district puts wine lovers up close and personal with Oregon’s best boutique wineries – all pre-selected by a tasting panel of nationally recognized wine experts. This is the only opportunity each year to meet Oregon’s rising star winemakers all in one place.



The Saturday and Sunday wine tasting event is designed like a farmer’s market so there’s ample opportunity to connect and engage with the winemakers.  Each winemaker must be present to pour his/her wines.  All wines are for sale on site with direct shipping available where legal.  Also, there are a limited number of tickets for sale in order to keep the event comfortable and to allow maximum conversation and interaction.  

The festival will take place at the Chown Garage and Urban Wineworks, both on the block of NW 16th and Flanders. This is a once a year opportunity to snatch up some of Oregon’s best independent wines, as most of the featured winemakers do not have tasting rooms or dedicated retail space and sell out immediately with each new release. The Indie Wine Festival will give a portion of all proceeds earned to Morrison Child and Family Services, a 60 year old non-profit dedicated to improving the lives of families affected by mental illness.

Tickets for the Festival are $60 per day and $100 for a two-day ticket.  Tickets go on sale at the website on February 2nd, 2007.  All major credit cards are accepted.

The two-day wine tasting event is just the beginning.  There are also two morning wine educational seminars and a new weeklong winemaker dinner series in support of a local charity (Morrison Child and Family Services, www.morrisonkids.org).  Dinner and lunch tickets are $150, $125 of each ticket is tax deductible.
